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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to share experiences with teachers in implementing forum for updates on legal ethics, mandatory on curricular content, with the use of cuts social reality (in the broad sense), useful for the construction of knowledge. In a broad sense, the work aims at a generic context of the reality of education in the perspective of general and specific EAD at the University of Fortaleza. Finally, the importance of this issue is very persistent, since it is used in various forms of this methodology always aiming to deploy an interaction between the students and the content of a file. Dynamic and profitable in the light of social reality.
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Introduction

The search for vocational training has increasingly grown on the world stage. Many Higher Education Institutions (HEIs) settled in the country in order to meet the needs of the consumer demand for knowledge.

In order to provide better access and make it easier for a larger number of people, the IES, in the contextualizing systematic virtual environments, implanted nuclei distance, causing those interested in leveraging the chosen profession could specialize increasingly.

In this context, the Virtual Learning Environment (VLE) need, every day, they are provided with tools to facilitate learning with the highest possible optimization.

It is clear, therefore, salutary to present research on the strategies that have been taken in the discipline of legal ethics, as the following lines, added important learning outcomes of students.

The methodology used in this study is characterized as the results: applied, according to the approach: quantitative and qualitative, about the objectives: exploratory. bibliographic and descriptive, qualitative, through case study, supported by quantitative analysis.

We report an experiment in order to be shared with the teaching community in order to improve it and share information that tread to perfect the technique. It is intended for teachers of legal disciplines in EAD for use of teaching resources and educational development of knowledge by students.

Focus will be in the discipline of Legal Ethics in EAD under the law course at the University of Fortaleza (Unifor), being relevant, since the artistic resource is very rich in information transdisciplinary that assist in understanding the content.

1. Distance education and its new educational contexts

Education higher education has undergone considerable changes in the global scenario in order to adapt to the reality and dynamics that the market behaves today.

These changes aim to further the quality of teaching with innovative methods and tools that enhance users' time before the difficulties that globalization imposes on the man.

In this context, education in distance education yields significant and positive fruits that fit in a revolutionary way to new social needs. Therefore, more than a nostalgia represents this reality, because the responsibility for structuring knowledge in a closed system and at the same time, open source is not simple activity to be developed by the faculty.

It is clear, therefore, all the more important that the systematic distance show up authoritative means capable of providing knowledge production with quality and targeted to the needs that the market imposes. Making virtual learning environments more interesting to students is the right path to success in this task.
1.1 A brief discussion of education in distance education in the perspective of the University of Fortaleza
In 2003 came the Center for Distance Education (NEAD), facing internal courses at the University of Fortaleza (Unifor). Realizing that the experience could yield new fruits, was implemented in 2005, graduation, such methodology, starting in the second half of 2006, the discipline of legal ethics, both structured curriculum in the course of law.

Distance education is characterized in Unifor semipresential conditions, insofar as they are performed, typically three meetings between students, teachers, mentors and tutors, which expressed certain instructions about the work to be developed during the semester, in addition to exposure of the contents herein studied, specifically on certain items which were the subject of discussion in online forums and doubts remain punctual.

On the other hand, partial and final evaluations are conducted face mandatory for students enrolled in the course with proper presentation of identification. There are also reviews the type of work and participation in online forums in which scores are assigned to be added to the test score to complete the calculation of the average.

The forums, as a tool of Virtual Learning Environment (VLE), subdivided into a space for discussion of the subject content of units in addition to those used to subsidize the dynamics of teaching that assist in providing information and support teaching students.

Tools such as web chats increment classes and also the AVA as a way to make learning more creative universe, favoring the communicability in order to carry out education in the perspective of knowledge creation.

In the first half of 2012, was created in the virtual environment, the forum of updates that as the specific item analysis, obtained results that were salutary importance to the construction of knowledge of students.

The experience was built from the bachelor's program in Law in the distance mode in Unifor and is intended to equip the virtual learning environments capable of teaching methods to promote the production of knowledge in higher education with social reality.

The idea was launched to about 300 (three hundred students), distributed in the discipline of legal ethics and developed via the Internet with a focus on the interaction of the legal content of the discipline and aspects of the social context. All this because we understand that producing something innovative in the area of ​​knowledge now needs to be studied preceded the understanding of social reality that surrounds us.

In the virtual learning environment, the student studies the content relating it with songs, poems, sonnets and movies that help in understanding the discipline and develops critical thinking.

1.2 The education instructional education reflexive

The new socio-economic context is marked by new information technologies, among them the use of the computer, television, cinema and others. It happens that the mere incorporation of computers in education does not withdraw his character merely instructive. So how would pass an education transmission for an education of reflection? In fact, distance education allows the expansion of facilities that provide a deeper reflection on the educational content built but, for that, your tools must be used correctly.

Therefore, the use of newspapers, television and film must permit incorporating multidirectional references. In fact if you search much more than the mere receipt of content but an operative and interactive learning. The teacher, especially one inserted in distance education should seek to build knowledge with the student and not simply to inform the student as Paulo Freire:

The trend, then, the educator-student as educators of students is to establish an authentic way of thinking and acting. Think of themselves and the world simultaneously, without thinking dichotomize this action. The problem-based education becomes thus an ongoing effort through which men will realize, critically, as being in the world with which and in which they are (Freire, 1983, p.82).
The internet, in fact, enables the recognition of cultural, educational and political as varied as possible. And more than that, enables dialogue among its regulars. Dai concludes that the virtual environment education can be a democratic learning if used efficient means to do so, among them what we propose here in this research: the legal forum for updates.

The role of educator totals in providing multiple tools for construction and dual continuous knowledge and not simply the transmission of content. In online mode of education interactivity is one of the most important tools for the student's participation and intervention.

In this sense, the co-creations expand the exchange of information, enabling students to intervene in the learning process, and may even suggest new topics for discussion. Therefore, the creation of the forum updates was of paramount importance since students would be free to pursue issues related to the syllabus.

Thus, metarreflexão should be taken as the vector that organizes continuing education skills of the student (see SNOWY; OAK; Menezes, 2009, p.86). The heavy flow of information enables the enrichment of the learning ability and social construction. When the student may propose, monitor and reconstruct the content he spends a mere receiver subject to the educational process. Thus, the student focuses their skills, build their arguments and enhances their knowledge in practice.

Therefore, the teacher-tutor should encourage and invest in the media that assist in the educational process. In fact, should entice your students through images, sounds and movements, sought to lead them to the path crave: the formation (GONZALEZ, 2005, p.79). However, this road should not be traveled in solitary, but in a joint action educator-learner.

The action and knowledge should be encouraged together, because the conditions of the environment in which the student falls can promote social change through resources made available or created in the educational process. After all, knowing the social, political and economic context in which it is inserted can be a lever for educational practices and social transformations.

The conditions of the environment in which we operate or stunt to promote the spirit changes and provide or restrict human and material resources to use achievement. Know the environment in which it operates socioanthropological school and community is actually triggering transformations. How can propose something innovative spa is unknown who the subjects are and what their conditions of existence? (NEVADO; CARVALHO; MENEZES, 2009, p.86).

The constructions of pedagogical architectures should seek education work as art. Ie knowledge building should permeate human experiences as well as their interactive actions, seeking to promote a reflection of learners about the facts and objects that are around you. Therefore, the creation of an interactive forum where students can participate as a builder of knowledge through the use of new tools such as music, internet, movies and news, has become a priority in distance education. Here then, the legal forum for updates in the educational context of the students of law as a tool for building interactive knowledge.

2. The forum for legal updates

As we saw above, the forum is one of the traditional tools which allow asynchronous despite the constant interaction between students and teachers, this being the most used tool in the subjects analysis. In this sense, and from a perspective of innovation, we seek to add new pedagogical techniques, which besides giving a new guise tool, was to implement the realization of an interdisciplinary and constructivist pedagogy.

Thus was born we named forum updates. It was a forum extra, besides the traditionally used to evaluate students in the disciplines EAD.

2.1 Purpose

The creation of this forum had three basic underpinnings as its main pillars: i) encourage the participation of students daily, for the purpose of effecting a constructivist learning, and they were the main actors of knowledge ii) provide a constant update, taking a view to continuing and growing daily variation law and iii) enable an interdisciplinary and humanistic touch by inserting art in everyday legal knowledge.

Through these pillars we seek to create opportunities for students to build a solid knowledge as well as a professional humanization by stimulating contact with art in its many facets, including that it is possible the relationship between law and other areas of knowledge. Through this multidisciplinary approach, we seek to encourage students in the production of knowledge itself, through participation and continuous reflection.

2.2. The tools used

To enable the realization of the objectives intended use some special features within the forum.

Initially we tried to encourage them through curiosity, relating news of great impact, as well as news about the recent legislative changes and modifications to the jurisprudential positions. Thus, we highlight the use of news, both from the standpoint of social and legal, as one of the tools used to try to incite the desire for student participation.

After achieving that goal, we began to use other tools that would enable us enhance the results achieved, and to achieve the other. Thus we use a "creative rights" through the correlation between law and art. For this we make use of poems, lyrics and movies. This interdisciplinary had the intention to use the insertion base humanistic education, which would be improved with the need for critical reflection, as we saw above. Defending the use of art to a new conception of law Ana Valeska Maia asserts:

As the artist gathers elements in its raw form, dedicated technical experiences of the world and sensitivity in the transformation of an established procedure. Thus is born the artwork. The law can and should also be artistic. The possibility of subversion of the rules of the game exists, nothing is immutable, just open your eyes to new interpretations (MAIA, 2008, p.66).

Besides the above mentioned tools we make use of the tools also provided by the World Wide Web, that is, videos, websites, e-mails and text messages, which contributed to greater interactivity of ideas, enabling the constant practice of students' reflection.

Just as newspapers, magazines, radio, telephone, TV, movies and DVDs are products of a culture and generate culture and sociability in your surroundings, the internet as a cultural artifact has generated cyberculture, the product of a terms of trade between society, culture and new technologies based microelectronics thanks to the convergence of telecommunications and information technology (GOMEZ, 2010, p.16).

We can not forget that the internet is now an integral element for the formation of a globalized culture, taking a prominent role in several areas, the harvest is academic, professional or just recreational, and should thus be used to enable the construction of reflective knowledge, solid and humanistic, these characteristics that must underlie the formation of a good legal professional in charge of executing justice.

2.3 Qualitative study

From a qualitative perspective we can see that the forum of updates reach the desired goals, outlined above, in particular, a voluntary participation of students, making them the main agents of knowledge construction through a humanistic approach and reflective, which is made through the blend of relevant information on the right, culture and art. Calls highlight, as we have done in previous work, that the Internet can and should be used as a facilitator and diffuser of a new pedagogy because:

The old model of education, pedagogy mnemonic, where teaching was just a way of passing on information, has been left out, and new pedagogical ways that encourage self-assessment, interdisciplinary knowledge and integration between teacher and student through discussions and other forms of discussion content is becoming increasingly important in academic fields and being applied more frequently, providing a solid learning more valorável front of the old teaching model (MARTINS; EUFRASIO, 2008, online).

On the other hand, in addition to overcoming the banking pedagogy, pedagogical innovations resulting from the use of a forum with a new proposal for discussion away from a bit of thematic merely theoretical. The student's own contribution in training stands out as a positive factor in the use of forums for updates.

Corroborating this idea, students are the subjects themselves trainers knowledge, we have the fact that the forum was optional updates, not bringing any bonuses to quantitative student who participated, except, of course, learning. On the other hand, although not formally used as a method of student assessment undoubtedly auxilou in this task, since the closeness of the relationship between teacher-student allowed us an overview of the level of the class and the knowledge of the students more involved and interested.

In addition, the forum lessened the distance inherent in distance education courses, distance this seen as a negative factor in the distance disciplines, providing an exchange of information less formal than those of the forums daily content.

Final Thoughts

Taking into consideration the context of quantitative and qualitative used in this study we can conclude that the tool created hereunder - forum Legal updates - was very useful in the construction of knowledge by the student in distance education in the disciplines mentioned. In fact, the interconnection of the legal world with the other tools of modern education as the internet and the art is presented as seductive tools in educational path.

Students spent a mere recipients of knowledge to active participants in the learning process when they search and content posted on the current course, being free to propose new topics and discussions. The interest in the subject grew satisfactorily since the students saw themselves as builders of the discipline itself. The interconnection of the content with current materials allowed the students to the global knowledge about the subject, showing that legal science is beyond the laws copiladas.
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
